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Igniting Passion for Environmental Health Locally, Nationally and Internationally

| had the privilege of attending and presenting at the 2010 International Federation of Environmental Health Congress in
Vancouver from September 5" to 10™. During this week long conference we were presented with new research and cur-
rent happenings in the world of environmental health in Canada and from around the world. The conference was very
effective in generating pride and camaraderie within our profession. Meeting people from around the world doing similar
jobs and often experiencing similar challenges was very encouraging. The sessions that ignited my passion for the pro-
fession the most were the ones relating to global applications of our training and skills and the ones on furthering the
profession as a whole.

The single most memorable presenter of the conference for me was Dr. Samantha Nutt. She was one of our keynote
speakers and her stories were heart-wrenching. Dr. Nutt encouraged us to advocate for the people in this world that

We also need to advocate for people in coflict zones because wars are one of the main causes of premature death in

The citizens of Darfur and the Democratic Republic of Congo (DRC) and other conflict zones
don6t ask for soldiers to ravage their homes, rape the

tunate consequences of war. The citizens are the casualties of war with the highest price often being paid by the women
and the children. We need to advocate for these people who have no voice!

So you might now be asking yourself what <can | do her e
do from here? Dr. Nutt gave us some very practical solutions on what we can do from here without venturing too far out
of our comfort zone. The first thing you can do is make yourself aware. | know ignorance is often bliss but we can give
these people a voice. We can read the stories that are difficult to read and share our new found knowledge with those
around us.

The second thing we can do is become knowledgeable consumers. We have all heard about blood diamonds or conflict
diamonds but did you know that our computers, cell phones and other electronic devices could also be funding the war

in DRC? I, like most people, had never heard of coltan but after listening to Dr. Nutt speak and doing some additional
research | now know that coltan is a mineral used in most electronics and one of the major sources of coltan is the

DRC. They have been using the sale of coltan to fund the continuing war in the DRC. Many companies have policies
against buying coltan and other minerals from conflict zones but these same companies are often willing to overlook
some very obvious inconsistencies in where the mineral actually comes from. Companies will not buy coltan from the
DRC but they will buy it from neighbouring Rwanda, which is not currently in a state of war. The interesting but unfortu-
nate part of this equation is that Rwanda is the worl d
are no known reserves of the mineral in the country. H
buying electronics but just to start asking the suppliers some tough questions. Once consumers are knowledgeable it
becomes less easy to sell minerals from conflict zones.

The third thing you can do is donate financially. Find an organization that is advocating for these vulnerable populations
and give financially to support their work. This doesn
